LOGISTICS SUMMARY 
 
This NSF IGERT (Integrative Graduate Education and Research Traineeship) grant to the University of Kansas 
funds summer PhD-student level field work in Kansas, Mexico, and Greenland. The PI envisions a program of 
broad-based training for PhD students in the social sciences, natural sciences, and engineering that targets the 
human and natural drivers and outcomes of global climate change and develops strategies for responding to 
those changes.  
 
This record focuses on the arctic field work. 15 people (up to 4 faculty and 11 students) will travel to 
Kangerlussuaq, Greenland. Basing from the Kangerlussuaq International Science Support (KISS) building, the 
team will participate in observation, lecture, and research for one week in June 2010 and June 2012. In-country 
field travel will include 5 day trips to ice sheets.   
 
The research and observation trip will expose IGERT students to the variation in environments that are 
impacted by global climate change. Specific research activities will include sampling soil and vegetation; 
mapping vegetation and surface topography of freshly-exposed moraines; taking spectral measurements of 
various surface types and vegetation; measuring sediment load and size distribution in marginal ice and 
meltwater streams; using ground-penetrating radar on the ice; and snow coring and pit sampling at the margin. 
 
CPS will provide ANG flight coordination, field transportation for day trips, and KISS user days. All other 
logistics will be paid by the researchers from the grant.

Factor Mitigation and Control 

Communications 

-Carry the appropriate communications system (satellite phone) 
-Assure your phone and/or radio is fully charged before going out and carry a 
spare battery. 

Emergency Plan 

-Compile a list of emergency contacts for your field team and share it with critical 
participants including your home institution and CPS. 
-Share your satellite phone number as a means for others to contact you. 

Foot travel 
-Have a communication plan in place (carry a radio) 
-Have a check out policy in place 

Heavy lifting/body 
strains and sprains -Use proper lifting techniques 

Truck Travel 

-Participate in truck training  
-Do not ride in the bed of the truck 
-Insure the truck has spare tire and jack for extended trips 
-Carry survival gear and warm clothes for extended trips 
-Carry a radio for extended trips 
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
